Argentina
· Juan Manuel Rosas – Estanciera, owned meat packing company, from las pampas, excellent horseman

· Argentina 1830

· Persnoality

· Leadership Style

· Legacy

· Conflicts between Portenos and gauchos

· Rosas – from Buenos Aires, prominent land owner

· Gauchos – Bowie knives and bolos – want local autonomy

· Portenos – strict idea of strong central government

· Argentinos had to wear a red ribbon to show loyalty

· Rosas kept catholic church in line, was allowed to have his picture behind the altar

· Creates the mazorcas – national secret police – means ears of  corn

· Made his wife the minister of justice

· Mazorca terrorized the country until the government offered rosas total power

· They voted legally to give him total power for one month, Rosas decided he would extend his power as he saw fit

· For the last 14 years of his power he called himself Governor

· 1 by 1 his rivals died

· Gained control over entire La Plata region

· Xenophobic – cut off trade, put up an “iron curtain”

· Ended turmoil of immigration

· Fund raising by charging toll for traveling between regions

· 1838 French attack Rosas to protect their trade in the area. Didn’t work. French and British blockade Buenos Aires. Rosas then becomes here because they were “under attack from foreign powers”

· San Martin gives Rosas his sword for protecting his country.

· Rosas created Argentino Nationalism

· Rosas is now being re-evaluated by Argentina, being more honored. He didn’t have any statues or streets named after him for a long time.

Paraguay

· Dr. Francia – Bloody tyrant to creoles, benevolent dictator to Indians and mestizos
· Personality, Politics, legacy

· Carlos Antonio Lopez & Francisco Solano Lopez practically destroyed the nation

· Mostly Indian and mestizo
· One of the more backwards nations, land locked

· Francia was in charge for 27 years

· Established independence from Argentina

· Wanted a state of mestizos, wanted laws so creoles couldn’t intermarry

· Anti Catholic Church, reduced religious holidays “how long will you remain idiots?”

· Carlos Antonio Lopez gains power after Francia dies of old age

· Lopez family seems to be hand picked successor to power, power transitions smoothly

· Models government after Prussia, military is big

· Paraguay is remote and unimportant so France, Spain and others don’t go immediately into war

· Slowly abolishes slavery

· Makes strides with religion

· Education and communication is important

· Francisco Solano Lopes is called “the little bloated man”, son of Carlos Antonio Lopez

· Would jail creoles

· Amassed great personal fortune like father before him

· Tried to take advantage of political situations in Paraguay, want to militarily dominate Paraguay, 1862, invasion and war

· Brazil scared of Paraguay because they have already abolished slavery and brazil was not ready

· Paraguay squashed Argentinas military

· US Intervention

· Mandatory polygamy, many women and children, few old men
· End of war, beginning of Chaco war, 1 triumvirate, 25 presidents

· Chaco war – Paraguay wins 20k at cost of 2 paraguayans and 1 bolivan per square mile

Bolivia

· Mariano Melgarego (Caligula reincarnate) 1864-1871   Cholo Bastard
· Personality

· Juana Sanchez, brutal mistress, drinking and debauchery

· Created his own currency so he’d have more money to spend

· Sold borderlands to Brazil

· Gave nitrate fields mining rights to Chile

· Became solider at early age

· Captured by president, promised eternal loyalty, then killed president

· Originally was helping to re-initiate a previous president, but had so much loyalty from the military that he named himself president

· Cuts out the Catholic Church

· Appoints teachers to universities

· Ordered Indians to show proof of ownership of lands, confiscated any lands that were disputed

· Like to display his mistress naked to soldiers, show off how his horse can hold liquor at big dinners

· 1870 Uprising against Melgarego, flees to Peru.

· Sanchez family kills Melgarego (Juana’s father shoots him)

Chile

· Diego Portales – Conservative

· Reform – Reaction

· Fist of Spanish colonies to achieve political stability, it was forced by San Martin and O’Higgins

· Created public libraries, abolishes titles of nobility, effective police force and court system, no bull fights or cock fights, prohibited sale of public offices

· 5 revolutions in 4 years

· Liberty -> License -> Barbarism

· Pelucones – conservative (“big wig”), clergy

· Pepiolus – “novices”, liberals, in control since independence

· Portales – Caudillo behind the president

· Did not want to be president

· Shapes presidents after his death
· Founder of Chilean nation

· Organizes strong civilian party

· Reorganizes chillean finances so they are more stable

· Founder of primary schools, EDUCATION!

· Roman Catholic Church is the official church

· 1837 – Killed by mutineers, but his plans were so solidly in place that it took 2 presidents’  terms before it started changing
