Papal bulls become the law of the land immediately, more power than the Church has had since the 13th century

Moreno – when Catholicism declines, civilization declines
Extreme reaction to liberal movement

Chile & Brazil have a different pattern

Chile

Conservatism 1831-61
In control

3 decades of presidents that were presidents

Prieto, Bulnes & Montt were able to take it from independence into a stable post war period

Prieto was the first president.

Flexible but still in a very conservative arrangement

Prieto’s chief goals, internal security, making a safe nation, reduce chaos, come up with some order, most successful

Where do you get money? The number one destabilizer for country’s is where are they going to get money.

Social situation does not change a lot.

Upper and some middle class prosper, lower classes like Indians are left out.
In order for the government to  be stable, they work with the liberals. This is what makes them different.

General Andres defeats Santa Cruz.

Bulnes returns from Peru and is elected president, still conservative.

Most people are still not voting.

Hacendados, national guard, votes, that’s about it

1844, Spain recognizes Chile, they are able to trade with Spain.

Make their own colonization effort.

Allow the Germans to come in and populate the areas along the frontiers.

Trying to whiten their country by allowing European immigrants.

Emphasize education. Intellectual awakening, one of the only conservative areas that backed education
Bellos is an author and a scholar.

Not exclusively church education… broader than most other places.

1833 constitution sets up the conservative nation, technically the church and state are united, but nothing like Ecuador.
Not scarred of Church intervening in government.

1844, organization of their first liberal party. The only thing they demand are conservative issues… like disabling conservative powers and supporting freedom of press so they can criticize the government, want a representative government… fairly moderate demands. Don’t want  to eliminate the church just want to work within the community

1850 – Montt – Minister of justice is elected president. The liberals refuse to recognize a third win by liberals. This is the first time there is a real challenge from the liberals. There is corruption in the government. The uprising is suppressed in about 2 months. Montt is distrusted, but he is unique because he is a civilian.

Chile moves to a non military government. Moves to more liberal and  republican government.
Not very vindictive, doesn’t go after opponents.

Slightly higher taxes on the wealthy. The rich tolerate it but hate it.

Eliminates some estates that are idle, redistributes the land.

Considers dividing land if they have too much land, does not actually do it.

Culturally and economically, establishes public education in normal schools. Still for the rich… middle class is included.

Works on infrastructure, builds a rail road. Great mining region.

Exports of Chile are expanded from mining, first to experiment with guano (natural fertilizer, nitrates), hydroponics gardening, stepped farming, great innovators. Guano is in high demand. Their economy is doing well, more money to deal with education and social issues.

Able to transport goods and make social improvements.
1860-1925 – Rising tide of liberalism. First time you see liberals come to power is 1861 under Jose Joaquin Perez. 

Liberalism is mostly middle class.
Elect a more liberal person, Zanarta. First liberal president. No re-election of a president. Anti-clerical legistlation begins. Want to expand suffrage where necessary. Reduce church to a point where it is politically not an issue. Modernize the country. Very similar  to conservative regime.
In Chile, the liberals and conservatives are very similar. There is not much of an economic problem… able to trade and move goods. Other countries have their president taking over and the Chilean government is limiting the power of the president. Able to over ride a presidential veto with 2/3 vote.
Pinto 1876-78 – War of the pacific. Victories and increase their territory by 1/4th. Nationalism is greater. More income and revenue. Use their money well… not wasted, used wisely. Used to build up infrastructure of country.

Dominigo Santa Maria – 81-86 – Liberalism fairly well established Chile. Breach with the Vatican. Disputed election of an arch bishop. Secularize the cemeteries. Permit civil marriage. Create civil registry so that the church is not the only body keeping track of population like births and deaths. Suffrage granted to all males over 25. This keeps the base a bit more conservative. Suffrage didn’t change too much, still required to own property.
End of a simmering issue with arocanians (natives) by reducing them. Killed off natives. Military shot them. 

Jose Manuel Balceda – President elected – despite prosperity, parliament is becoming the most assertive body. Able and nergetic man that has continuous succession of crises in his cabinet. Congress refused to pass election reform. 1891, exectives declare that Balceda has been deposed.

Coup with congress and Navy taking over the country. Balceda fled to Argentina and sat the rest of his term in asylum at the embassy. At the end of his term, he killed himself in 1891. This ends the presidential autocracy. Ends a period of monarchical presidents. 

First non-peaceful change of power. Parliamentary government lasts until 1931 when Ybanez takes over during depression.
