Maria la Loca

Leopoldina – caught lice on the voyage over. Empress regent that signed declaration of independence. 

Brazil automatically set up with economic advantage thru trade with England.

What’s going on here… the Napoleonic wars are going on in Europe. Napoleon has the Portuguese throne and the entire Portuguese royal family is in exile in Brazil.

Reforms

1. Communication. Don’t have to go through Portugual any more. 

2. Found first financial bank of Brazil

3. Brought all books from Portugal for a national library.

After the French are booted out of Port, oao decides that he likes Brazil and doesn’t want to go back too Portugal. The liberals in Brazil want the king to leave and go back. 1821, Joao returns to Portugal with regret. The people of Brazil kind of miss Joao.
Joao was born to rule as an absolute monarch. He had the rare quality of being able to discover merit. Not jealous of others. 

Dom Pedro the first was kind of a ninny in poor health. Capable of being heroic and generous, but whimsically changed his position like a typical monarch. 

People are not happy for some reason. Revolts happen in areas where lower class people have been dragged off to work for the upper class.

1824, Brazil put down these rebellions and are unified as a country. 4.5 million on the coastal belt and scattered people in other areas. In this new empire, there are about 20 scattered provinces. Many have traditions of being quite independent. National assembly was called in june of 1822. Committee created a const. that was anti-portuguese, lead by the andrada brothers. Brazil is moving towards a constitutional monarchy. Pedro proclaimed his own constitution in 1824 and it  lasted 64 years.
In Pedro’s constitution, the balance of the power is in the hands of the emperor. Granted all of the basics, like freedom of press, still for the landed. 90% of the country is illiterate. This area is a big sugar plantation area. One of the largest slave holding areas in the world. Mostly African slaves. Upper class has no desire to abolish slavery.

Banderantes rounded up Indians and made them into miners. Slaves are working in the fields.

1828 compromise with Uruguay to let them exist.

1830s, things are a lost less civil.

1831, first country to go into a social revolution. They want the monarch removed but did not want the country to be destroyed. Revolt was carried out by exaltados/ radicals, eventually replaced by moderates. Exaltados wanted extreme federalism, but after the advocation they had a special session of parliament and the moderates took over the uprising. The most interesting thing is that the army got out of hand.

The army mutinied. Emporor Pedro 1st is having less and less stability and is removed from Rio for his safety. 

1838-40, civil war.

The Great Revolt, Male Revolt (1835), biggest of the popular revolts, slave rebellion. Black slaves and freed men are inspired by muslim  teachings. Starts in Ramadan. The muslims are called Males. These slaves know of the rebellion of Toussaint L’Overture in Haiti. The slaves rise up wearing emblems of the president of Haiti. 

Happened before planting time. On the Saturday before the rebellion, the slaves began to hear of an impending rebellion. Some slaves ran to their masters to report the revolt. Domingus Fortunado heard rumors and told his wife Rosa De Susa, she told her white neighbor Pinto Rivera, they took the information to the authorities. Justice of the peace reinforces the palace guard, doubles night patrol, orders ships into the bay. On Sunday, they search the home where the slaves were meeting. Found the ring leaders in the basement, brought them out into the street and the revolt started prematurely. After securing the area, the army split up through the city Bagia (sp?). Slaves got into the officers barracks and got some weapons but were forced out of the barracks.
The slaves failed in Bagia and moved onto another city. On the way at 3am, they ran into the brazilian cavalry. About 50-60 slaves are remaining…  as the slaves are about to lose, more slaves show up and run away. The cavalry finishes them off. 

People are scarred that Brazil will go the way of Haiti. Some slaves are deported back to Africa, others flogged, prisoned or killed. 

1910, still 100,000 muslims in brazil. 

1851, slave trade is abolished for fear of bringing in more slaves that would just be troops in a slave rebellion. 
Pedro dies in 1834, 2 parties  left, libs and cons.

1834, Pedro II is 12 years old. Many people want him to be in control through an advisory board. 

1840, large support for Pedro II. Some want to wait for Pedro II to be 15 years old. Pedro II is appointed emperor. 2 Andrada brothers are the ones that are really in charge. Dom Pedro II is an orphan. Resembled his mother, keen reasoning power. Ruled for 49 years. Honesty, tolerance, humanity, all united with political disccression. Model of domestic virtue, catholic, well informed, scholar and ruler. Guessed that monarchy would not be around along. Tried to keep the nation happy by using a policy of moderate consiliation to reach a common ground. Wanted to make decentralization and local autonomy… liberals where not satisfied and revolted several times.

1850, new era of Brazil. Not a democracy. Democracy is not possible in a place where most people are illiterate. Supreme leader and in control of elected officials. Elections were frauds and marked by violence. People that rebelled were persecuted into the far reaches of the country. 
Area of Brazil had vast unexploited areas. Modernization has always been the slogan of Brazil. Invited Europeans into Brazil. Transporation, rail roads, bank of brazil for foreign investment purposes. Rural aristocracy (fazeneiros) were the landed aristocracy that monopolized the political power in the provinces.
They are given noble titles by emperor, not a right of birth. First middle class people that are a mixed race. Some mulattos are raised into positions of power. Sugar, the main crop, coffee are being farmed.

Dom Pedro II went to Europe and the US and learned a lot. Eventually established educational system. 1889, 14 mil people. 250k are in school. Brazil’s coming of age is evident when they begin to defend their borders and deal with the question of slavery.

Country was governed by an emperor with liberal views but still had slavery. It was staining the nations good name. 

Gilberto Freyre – author of Masters and Slaves. 

Catholic church even controlled slavery. The church was in control of the slaves’ souls. Not allowed to break up families. Could not take husband and wife and split them up. Could not take kids away. It was a nice idea, but there were still violations. It looked like a more humane system on the books, but in practice, it wasn’t always that way. 

Less frequent sadistic behavior towards slaves from their masters. After they abolished the importation of slaves, the prices went up. 

Blacks were always seen as human. Once a black was freed, they were able to integrate into society. They had their own religious saints and fraternities. Blacks could own property as slaves.

Rather than having a long drawn out war to end slavery, they decided to have the law of free birth. Gradual emancipation plan, 1871. Children were born free but could live with their parents. Would work off their room and board by being an apprentice until they were 21. by 1900, all people would be free. Began to encourage immigration. Agitation to end slavery increases.
Paraguayan war intervened and postponed the slavery reforms. 

There are some people of color as statesmen of the empire. The idea of race hatred does not exist in Brazil. Abolition did not leave any racial tensions behind.
Under the next regent, they wanted the immediate extinction of all human slavery but would give no compensation for service performed. 

Church no longer supports the empire. The fazenderos are ruined by the abolition and turn against Pedro. 1888, Pedro declared all slaves free. Ended up settling in France and died in 1891. 

67 years after independence they are a monarchy. Maake the transition to empire without a civil war. Empire acts as a bond between the past and present. No caudillos. Slavery is not resolved until last year of empire. Uneven distribution of land. In a position that no other latin American  country is in. Officers overthrew the empire and gave pedro the option of exile.
